The satisfaction spreadsheet was used to compare Winchester’s position among all offering “Business and Administrative Studies” (for some reason, Solent did not appear in this sheet, though its performance is reported elsewhere in the survey,  and it has been included in comparisons conducted by Prof Mike Hart).

In the following table, Winchester and selected local universities are compared with the average for all UK institutions.  The local university with the highest satisfaction is highlighted in bold.

For every criterion, Winchester was ahead of the national average, and it was ahead of local competitors in all but two criteria, in which it was second only to the Russell Group University of Southampton.

Though it is unlikely that Winchester can match the learning resources offered at Southampton, there is no reason why we should not compete on Organization and Management, and progress on the action items on should assist achievement of that goal.
