	I felt that you presented a very professional piece of work here, Jo, and you are to be commended on it.  In particular, you made the PDP comprehensive in its scope and I could see that you had dome a full SWOT type analysis upon your current role and job prospects. I felt that you were frank in your assessment of your future career intentions and were realistically attempting to assess your options in a far-sighted manner.
A good feature of your assignment was the way in which you utilized some of the relevant parts of Reece and Walker.  In particular, you had taken the opportunity to reflect upon and to analyze your past educational career and used the material you found to good effect to help you  make some sense of the experiences you had at school.  It was also useful to have identified yourself as a ‘pragmatist’  in the terms that Honey and Mumford describe but I wondered  whether
