It's all very well using links as underlined text so you can help your visitors navigate your web site. But how about something that stands out and looks very formal for your most important links? The following simple Java Script code allows you to use HTML buttons as links like this example:

Bottom of Form

To use HTML buttons, cut and paste the following code into one of your web pages replacing the address at the end of the code with your own. You can have as many buttons as you wish on the same page.
